Eligibility Requirements

e The applicant must have a father or grandfather who is a member in good standing at the time of
application. If the member is deceased, applicants remain eligible. The father or grandfather must be an
active member in good standing for at least one year prior to the application.

e All applicants must be accepted by a Catholic high school or a full-time college/university with a
4-year degree program.

Award Procedure

¢ All applications must include the necessary attachments, transcripts, essays, etc. and be submitted via
US mail to the address indicated below. The COMPLETE application must be postmarked no later
than the due date.
o COMPLETED application packages (sections 1-8 ) must be postmarked no later than MAY

o All applicants will be reviewed by the Committee according to the following criteria:
o Community Service: based on the applicant’s involvement in various civic, Roman Catholic,
and charitable organizations.
o Academic performance: based on the applicant’s student performance, as demonstrated by
the submitted transcripts.
= Factors for consideration: difficulty of subject matter, honors or advanced college level
courses, and course load.
o Essay: based on coherency, grammar, content, and originality.
o Sponsor Service: based on the sponsoring member’s level of participation in the Knights
of Columbus mission statement, and of their service to the Msgr. Eugene S. Burke Council
5015, specifically.
